Preparations For Virtual International Conference On COVID 19 On Course
Preparations for Great Zimbabwe University’s two day Virtual International Conference on Covid 19 are well on course, with the indaba set to take place from the 29th to the 30th of July, 2021.

Running under the theme, “unpacking the science, politics and economics of COVID 19”, the virtual conference to be hosted by the School of Natural Science, comes at a time when Zimbabwe is currently battling a third wave of the virus that has seen a surge in new infections and deaths, resulting in government imposing a Level Four lockdown.

Keynote speakers at the conference will include the Minister of Higher and Tertiary Education, Innovation, Science and Technology Development, Professor Amon Murwira, Great Zimbabwe University Director of Research and Postgraduate Studies, Professor Vongai Nyawo and Dr. Eunice Ubomba-Jaswa from South Africa’s Water Research Commission, among others.
Chairman of the Virtual International Conference Organizing Committee, Dr. Isaac Nyambiya highlighted that more than 130 researchers from all over the world will present their work in fields of specialization that include pathogenesis and virology of SARS COV-2, mathematical modeling of SARS COV-2 epidemiology as well as vaccination, immunology and the new normal among several areas of interest to be discussed.
Deliberations of the two-day conference are expected to feed into the national policy development on COVID 19, as the country’s “University of Choice” continues to play a part in fighting the novel pandemic. The University is currently producing Personal Protective Equipment (PPE) such as masks, doctors' gowns and caps, scrub suits and aprons as well as sanitizers, fumigants and disinfectants.
Proceedings of the virtual international conference will be live streamed on the ZOOM platform as well as on the University’s social media platforms.
